Introduction 
Solar is incredible source of energy received by the earth from the sun. 
The sun as a fusion reactor has been supplying this energy over a billion 
years. This free and inexhaustible supply of sun energy for one minute is 
sufficient to meet world’s energy requirement for one year or in other 
words, it is approximated that the sun provides more energy in a day 
than what our entire population will consume in next two decades. 
 

Historical Perspective 
The first use of solar power was the discovery made by a Swiss scientist 
named Horace de Saussure in 1767, who fabricated thermal solar 
collector and used it successfully for heating water and cooking food. 
However first patent for water heater was named after Clarence Kemp of 
the US later in 1891. By 1897, this model of water heater became so 
popular that it was installed in almost every third house in Pasadena. To 
produce electricity from sunlight was the second discovery when in 1839, 
Becquerel gave the hypothesis that Photovoltaic effect could be realized 
by sun light and subsequently Si photovoltaic cell was developed in 
1880s.This solar cell was of very low efficiency and people could not 
understand the exact process of conversion until Albert Einstein 
explained the photoelectric effect in 1900s, that people understood the 
photovoltaic effect. He won Nobel Prize for this discovery. Advancement 
of solar technology to its present form started in 1950s when an 
efficiency of 11% with Si solar cell was reported by Bell laboratory. Later 
on PV solar cells were in space programs to provide electric power to 
satellites. However these solar cells were not found practical due to their 
high cost and lesser efficiency on earth during the same period. This 
aspect necessitated further research in solar technology and new 
materials other than Silicon (Si).

In the meanwhile, fossil fuels remained affordable therefore solar energy technology took a back seat. However with the 
increasing global energy demands, depleting hydrocarbon resources and growing environmental awareness, the world has 
focused its attention again to exploit this inexhaustible resource of Solar energy. The semiconductor technology has 
drastically reduced the cost of solar cells and has enhanced their efficiency to make them affordable. 
 

Advantages and Advances 
Solar energy is pollution free renewable energy source. Its use does not require large scale installation. Roof area of an 
average home is just enough to produce solar electricity to its power needs .Remote areas or villages can easily produce their 
own power supply. Being practical and environmentally safe the solar cell technology is growing constantly. Light-Sensitive 
Nano-particles, Gallium Arsenide and organic materials based solar cells are recent advances in this area of technology to 
further reduce the cost and to make solar cells more efficient. Government of India under The Jawaharlal Nehru National 
Solar Mission has already set a target to generate 20,000 MW of solar power by 2020. 
Time is alarming; we have to take measures to make our libraries solar energy friendly. Some of the libraries like IIT Roorkee 
have taken initiative to use rooftop of the library to generate power. The same could be emulated by other libraries in this 
country. This step would add knowledge reservoir energy for consumption of self and others. Government of India in 
collaboration with some power supplying organizations has taken initiative to facilitate solar power generations particularly 
by educational institutions.
